Christmas Parties / Disco will take place on Thursday 14th December in the upper school hall 
at the following times: 
 
Years 1 and 2: from 2.00 till 3.00 pm

This is a ticket only event, entrance will only be allowed to those children that have purchased, 
and produce their ticket.  
 
Unfortunately, parents, siblings and other family members will not be permitted to enter due to 
fire safety restrictions. Dress code – no heels, no short skirts or strappy tops.  Children should 
have a coat with them. 
 
Children in Years 1 to 4 can bring party clothes to school and get changed in school.  Years 3 
and 4 will go straight into the disco at the end of the day.
