1. Amount of Premium Funding Received

No funds were spent on external activities during the academic year.
3. Impact on Pupils’ Participation and Attainment
- Staff confidence, knowledge, and skills in teaching PE and sport have shown a positive impact.
- Engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity and sport has increased.
- The profile of PE and sport has been raised across the school, supporting broader school improvement.
- A broader and more equal range of sports and physical activities is now available for all pupils.
- Participation in competitive sport has increased.
- Pupils with SEND and medical needs were supported through CPD, specialist coaches, and inclusive swimming opportunities.
- Girls’ participation improved via targeted extra-curricular activities and specialist-focused sessions.
- Disadvantaged pupils accessed subsidised or free sport and physical activity clubs.
- PE attainment has not changed significantly, but teacher confidence and competence have improved.
- Extra-curricular activity participation has increased overall.
4. Sustaining Improvements in PE and Sport
To ensure lasting improvements:
- Teachers trained through CPD will continue applying their enhanced skills across year groups.
- Equipment and inter-school collaborations will support ongoing enrichment.
- Swimming skills will be reinforced annually through staff-led instruction.
- Our school is committed to embedding physical activity into the school culture through policies, curriculum, and extracurricular provision.
5. Year 6 Swimming Competency - National Curriculum Requirements
As part of the national curriculum, Year 6 pupils are assessed on their swimming capabilities. The percentages of pupils meeting the standards are as follows:
- Pupils who can swim competently, confidently, and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres: 35%
- Pupils who can use a range of strokes effectively (e.g., front crawl, backstroke, breaststroke): 25%
- Pupils who can perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations: 25%
Attainment in PE has been significantly negatively impacted by the lack of local facilities. Peterborough Regional Pool was closed in September 2023 after asbestos and dangerous RAAC (reinforced autoclaved aerated concrete) were discovered in the building, and was formally decommissioned in March 2024 following a council decision that repair costs (estimated at over £26 million) were not justifiable. Since demolition began in spring 2025, the city centre has had no public indoor pool available. This closure has forced the school to rely on outdoor pools, limiting our capacity to deliver sufficient swimming lessons. The limited transport availability, higher user fees, and scheduling constraints of alternative venues have significantly impacted pupils' ability to reach the national curriculum benchmarks in swimming.
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
